Bar duty: This will again be managed by the team playing at home at 12:00pm. Duty will start no later than 2pm and will run until 6:30pm. Please remember to collect glasses throughout the shift and empty all bins by 6:30pm. Specific duties can be found on the back of the stock room door. See Linzi if you have any other queries. 
Club Kit: Our supplier is changing and once again we plan to offer a range of DSHC kit this season including club shirts, training tops and hoodies. Our kit design has changed too and hopefully there will be samples for you to see in the club during September. Mark Watton & Barbara Murray (Club Treasurer) have kindly offered to co-ordinate the orders and sales this season. We are planning on making two orders per season (1st deadline – Sat 2nd October 2010, 2nd deadline – Sat 29th January 2011). When the new supplier is ready, order forms will be available on the website and in the clubhouse – I’ll let you know further details when it is fully sorted.
Teas: Captains are able to pay up to a maximum amount of £10 for teas. If the limit is exceeded it will be at the players own expense. Over the summer of 2009 Wychavon District Council visited the club to conduct a Food Hygiene Inspection. We were extremely pleased to achieve rating of ‘Very Good’ and a ‘4 star scores on the doors’ rating. We wish for this standard of cleanliness to continue through the forthcoming season so, because we do not have a food management system, all teas must be prepared / cooked at home and just served (or reheated) at the club.

Clubhouse Hire: If you are looking for a venue to host a party then look no further than the hockey club! As you all know the bar is vital to the financial success of our club and therefore we are willing to consider hiring out the clubhouse for private functions.
